Arusha National Park offers a wide range of
habitats, from the string of crater lakes where many
water birds can be viewed, to the highland montane
forest where animals such as the Black and White
Colobus monkey are found swinging from branch to
branch.

Located between Mt. Kilimanjaro, the highest
mountain in Africa and Mt. Meru, the fifth highest
mountain in Africa, the forest contains a wealth of
birds who call out from the leafy tree canopy. The
park homes a large number of giraffes who can be
seen gnawing from the top of thorny acacia trees.
Giraffes are Tanzania's national symbol.

Night 1 and 2::

Tarangire National Park

[June to November|

Tarangire National Park lies south to the Maasailand
and derives its name from Tarangire River, one of the
permanent water source for the wildlife in the area.
Silale and Gurusi swamps supply the Tarangire River
during the dry season. The water source attracts a
wide variety of wildlife from the surrounding area
during the dry season.

Tarangire also boasts one of the most diversified parks
in East Africa for birding.

Lake Manyara National Park

[December to March]

Lake Manyara Natioanl Park is marked off by lush
green vegetation consisting of tall trees of the ground
water forest, which provide home to troops of
baboons and blue monkeys. Further down, the forest
opens up into woodland, grassland, and swamps and
beyond, the soda lake itself where over 350 species of
birds, including the lively flamingo can be viewed (a
bird watchers' paradise). Manyara is noted for its
numerous buffalo, elephant, giraffe, impala, hippo, as
well as a great variety of smaller animals, and of
course the very elusive tree-climbing lions.

The tree houses have been
crafted from local timber and makuti (palm fronds)
and feature large open decks and spacious rooms with
large windows to invite the flourishing forest into the
luxurious elegance of each room.

The interiors of the tree houses are a sumptuous
combination of natural fibers, pure cotton linen and
contemporary furnishings. The bedrooms consist of
four-poster bed-like draping and earthy, understated
accessories in natural colors and textures.

Because of the altitude of about 7,500 ft., the rim is pretty cool year round. You will be escorted to
your room to freshen up. Because of roaming African Buffalos around the area, you call for an escort
who will walk you to and from the room to the lounge and dining area.

Day 6::

Ngorongoro Crater for 6 hours

Start as early as possible.

You can eat breakfast later or take it to go and
enjoy it in the crater. Ngorongoro Crater is
definitely one of the world's natural wonders. With
the rare black rhino and the black-manned lions as
its permanent residents, Ngorongoro's 25,000
mammals live in a constant prey and predator
mode. From the lion attack on the impala, to the
hyenas and vultures who will finish the remains,
the food chain is always active. Wildebeest,
warthogs, jackals, flamingos to baboons are all part
of the unique ecosystem.

Ngorongoro Crater Lodge - Small Luxury Hotel of the World.

Crater lodge consists of glamorous camps with
Maasai-inspired suites perched on stilts on the rim
of the Ngorongoro Crater. From the outside, this
unobtrusive lodge resembles a magical Maasai
village, and was described by travel magazine,
Discover Africa, as "Versailles meets Maasai in the
game lodge at the edge of the world". Set in classic
crescents, each stone and thatch suite has
spectacular views of the crater from large glass

windows in the bathroom, lounge and bedroom,
yet is almost invisible from the crater floor.

Each sumptuous suite is discreetly tended by a personal
butler, who will bring you tea in bed, stoke your fireplace
and draw your bath, scattering the water with rose petals,
ready for your enjoyment.

e Oldupai Gorge is where Louis and Mary Leakey's
discovered many fossils giving conclusive evidence that
the direct ancestors of modern man excited over a
million years ago and they evolved in Africa.

o Climb the Shifting Sands and experience this magnetic
sand that has been shifting since 1969 after the eruption
of the active volcano Oldoniyo Lengai - the Maasai
Mountain of God, the only active carbonate volcano in
the world.

The Wildebeest and Zebra Migration total about 2.0 million animals combined. They move between
every corner of Serengeti and Ngorongoro Conservation Area to Masai Mara in Kenya in search of
water and food. You will follow them when in the Serengeti as the hunt of these animals is half the
adventure.

Day 8 and 9 and 10::

In Southern Serengeti, the Wildebeest and Zebra
are calving. With babies roaming the plains, the
lions and cheetahs that move with the herds have
an easy food target. The largest pride of resident
lions and cheetahs are found in Central Serengeti
and reside along the Seronera River. Kopjes (rock
outcrops) homes many of the cats.

The Grumeti River in Western Serengeti crossing
is where many Wildebeest and Zebra lives are lost
to crocodiles, some of the largest in the World.
Northern Serengeti is remote and wild - keep your
eyes peeled.

Game Walking Safari

During game walks in Arusha National Park, Tarangire National Park or wider
Serengeti National Park in areas like Sanjan, Loliondo or Ngaroi, you will be
escorted by a trained guide carrying an armed weapon. Though our intent is to
enjoy the animals from a distance, at times, we can at times get quite close to the
animals. Following instructions give to you before you walk is imperative. Being
very quiet improves everybody's chances of observing the animals in their
territory as well as assuring safety. Walking for children under the ages of 10
years old is not allowed. Walking is done at one’s own risk. Journey To Africa is
not to be held responsible for incidents involving the behavior of wildlife.

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Open Vehicles

When on Safari in Kenya with the lodges in Masai Mara, open vehicles are
very common. Private Safaris can be with closed vehicles or open vehicles.
In Tanzania, you can are restricted to closed vehicles when on Safari inside
the National Parks. Plus you do not want to be transferring from Ngorongoro
to Serengeti in open vehicles with all the dust.

But, when you are in our private areas like Ngaroi Concession Area or
Osunyai Concession Area, Suyan Loliondo Piaya or Soit Sambu or North
Serengeti’s Sayari Camp Mara River, open vehicles are allowed. The open
vehicles are completely open, providing a panoramic view of the African
bush.

Night-time Game drives.

Our night game drives allow you to see a variety of game. With a hand-held
spotlight, you and your driver plus a spotter will go around the area in search
of activities by following tracks or going by day time activity. Your vehicle
will have a red and blue themed Maasai blanket to keep you warm from the
cool night under the African sky.

Night game drives can be done from our private Ngaroi or Osunyai areas as
well as Suyan Loliondo. Other lodges that offer night game drives include
Kikoti Tented Lodge and Tarangire Treetops.
